2.  Failure to observe the rescheduled seating arrangements will subject the students to automatic withdrawal and the refusal of their petition 
for the "late examination" for the subject concerned. 

3.  During exam period, students are not allowed to leave their assigned seats until the end of all of their exam time-conflict subjects.  
4. If one of the requested subjects in the "Exam Time Conflict" is withdrawn, students must follow the original examination schedule for the 

remaining subject(s) (i.e. take the examination in the original exam room and time). 
5. The students need to keep the “receipt” issued by the Office of the University Registrar, and present it to the Office in case that their
